Palestinian  Big Data Initiative Workshop

§ entegratisy s y A workshop on Big Data in Palestine was organized

by MOSAIC project (an EU project at Birzeit
University) in cooperation with PITA, the Palestinian
Information Technology Association, in August 5th,
2015. The workshop took place at PITA headquarter
and brought main Big Data stakeholders, industries,
and academics to discuss the Big Data issues in
Palestine. The workshop was attended by 17
participants from the private, public and academic
sectors, including, PITA, PALTEL Group, Alpha
International, Jerusalem Water Undertaking, the
Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics (PCBS),
Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Birzeit university, An-
Najah university, and Polytechnic University.

It was agreed that Palestinian organizations and
companies should smartly consider the collection,
storage, visualization, integration, and analysis of
data, as this data can be used in creating a new
generation of decision support, saving operational
costs, and support daily business processes. The
participants also discussed that the culture of sharing
data among organizations is one of the biggest
challenges for Big Data projects in Palestine, since
access to potential datasets is limited as many
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
